Despite your difficult task to establish democracy after so many years of limited freedom, I urge you to work for a fully free nation which includes the most fundamental right of religious freedom as stated in article 18 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights of the United Nations to whom the Maldives are a regular member. I am sure that Islam does not need repressive laws to support its teachings.
You will hopefully understand that it is impossible to support any tourism to a place that so fundamentally disrespects its people’s freedom. I will therefore try to raise awareness for this fact so that especially here in Europe potential tourists might choose a different destination for their long awaited vacation.
